1. Transitions from one activity or task to another
2. Transitions to a new class / new year group / new school

This week will be: Transitions from one activity or task to another
Transitions can be difficult because:
ü there is a strong need for predictability
ü there may be a lack of understanding of what activity comes next
ü children may feel upset moving from a preferred activity to a non-preferred 

one
ü a change in environment may be disconcerting (going from indoors to 

outdoors, moving from a quiet place to a noisier one)
ü multi-step directions for the next activity may not be understood
ü the activity they are transitioning to is more demanding or not liked

There are some simple solutions to support this:
Å Use of a visual timetable.  Visual timetables are easily found on the internet 

and are really helpful tools to support you and your family with the afterschool 
routines, or routines during the weekend or school holidays.  It helps children

Similarly, they can be wholly pictorial, wholly words, or both depending on the 
level of your child.

Å Timer ςa sand timer or a visual timer on a phone/iPad can be useful to support
